Thank you for having enough confidence in me to fulfill the respon-
sibilities of this job.

In the past two years, we have seen KAS grow from 35 members to 56. We
have had a great two years! Unfortunately, I can’t take the credit. Your
Board Members have done a fantastic job. They have worked very hard
coming up with the many new ideas that have been put into operation. Their
efficiency and enthusiasm in bringing these ideas to fruition has been amaz-
ing. An organization cannot grow without the participation of its members.
Your support has helped us in this endeavor. While everyone has different
obligations, different interest and different goals, the one thing we have in
common is our love for art. In my opinion, this makes us a unique family.

I am looking forward to being the new editor of the KAS newsletter begin-
ning in June.

Okay, on to the May meeting! Portia Bell will be our demo artist.

Portia will paint with watercolors on Yupo paper. (If you have never seen
anyone paint on Yupo, you will be amazed how skilled you have to be to
control your paints.)

Portia’s Artist Statement:

“The beauty of nature, the exciting abstract shapes, colors and patterns are
my source for inspirational paintings. Watercolor, gouache and inks form the
basis for my work. An initial wash of intense color provides the fundamental
core of the painting. [ work spontaneously and let the paint do its thing and
the resulting color, configurations, etc. activate my imagination and suggest a
subject.

In a departure from the traditional surface of paper, I prefer to paint on a
sheet of plastic called Yupo. Using fragments of pre-formed images, texture
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is added with found objects. The shapes are reconfigured into seemingly random patterns. I can build layers of
color, texture and patterns, and yet the transparency remains. [ love the freedom of this method and the excite-
ment of the response to what is happening.

My goal is to catch the viewer’s attention from a distance, entice them to come closer for a better look, and then
to capture their interest as they explore the intense detail and rich tapestry of color and texture.”

Portia received her Art degree from the University of Houston and also studied at the Glassell School of Art.
Portia has won many awards. She is currently serving as Vice President of the Watercolor Art Society of Hous-
ton. She is represented by Morton Street Gallery in Richmond, TX and by the former Simply Art Gallery in
Galveston, TX. Her work has appeared in The American Art Collector and Prime Living Magazine.
