With only 34 booths allowed, Meet the Artists is an
exceptional opportunity for artists who are weary of oversold
shows. The location, in the heart of Breckenridge on the
Riverwalk lawn and Blue River Plaza, ensures maximum
visibility. And the date, a prime weekend in late June, ensures
maximum attendance. No other show offers this combination
of prime location, dates and exclusivity to artists.

Eligibility

Meet the Artists is a juried show. All artists must be
residents of Colorado. All work must be original, demon-
strate imagination and individuality, and be produced by
the artist. Artists should feature a specific media — no
variety booths. No kit or mass-produced goods will be
accepted. Attendance by the artist is required on both
days of the events. Work on display should equal the work
presented for jury selection. The Summit County Arts
Council makes the final selection of participating artists.

Exhibit Spaces

Booth spaces are 10 x 10 (single) or 10 x 20 (double).
Artists will provide their own free-standing display booth.
The festival is outdoors at an altitude of 9,600 feet, so suitable
protection from sun, wind and rain is recommended. No
staking is allowed on the Riverwalk lawn or on the Blue River
Plaza concrete surface. Weights are required to protect
booths in case of high winds. Electricity is limited and will be
provided upon request on a first-come-first-served basis. No
pets are allowed. Applications will be date stamped and
booth assignments will be made accordingly. Please submit
your application early!

Entry Procedure

I. Application must be complete and signed, postmarked
no later than Friday, April 15,201 I. Acceptance letters will
be mailed no later than May 6, 201 1.

2. Images of your work: this year there are 2 options:
Slides. Submit four (4) 35 mm slides including:
* 3 slides of your work including dimensions
* | slide of your booth
* mark each slide with your name, top and front

CD. A CD with four (4) numbered images of artwork

and a description list that corresponds to numbered

images on the CD. No e-mail submissions will be accepted.

* 3 images of your work

* | image of your booth

* Images saved to CD should be saved as .jpg at 72 dpi,
1000 x 1000 pixel maximum size.

* The description list should include your name, number,
title of work, materials, size, and date made.

3. Jurors will review images in each media category and
will judge according to originality, technical execution,
presentation of artwork and quality of image.

4. Submit separate application and slides/cd for each media
category.

5. Cancellation of accepted artists will be honored until
May 20 201 |. Written notification, sent by mail, is required
for refund of booth fee.

6. Applications must include a stamped, self-addressed
envelope with sufficient postage for return of slides/cds
and notification letter. The work of artists who have been
accepted in the show will be returned directly to them on
the day of the show. Other artists works will be mailed
after the jury’s decision.

7.1f you are accepted to Meet The Artists, your work may
be used for promotion of the 201 | show.

Entry Fees

I. Applicants must include two (2) separate checks,
payable to the Summit County Arts Council (SCAC):

* Application Fee; $15 non-refundable jury fee for
non-members, NO FEE for SCAC members

* SCAC Member Booth Fees: Single $200; Double $350
non-member Booth Fees: Single $245%; Double $440*
*cost includes a $25 friend membership to SCAC

2.Booth fee is non-refundable for all cancellations received

after May 20, 201 I. Notification of cancellation must be

sent by mail.

3. Participants are responsible for collection their own taxes.

Set Up

Artists may set up on Friday, June 24 from | to 5 pm.
Security will be provided during the night of June 25.
Overnight parking will be provided via a parking permit
provided in your welcome package. Warm drinks and
breakfast will be offered to participants both days. Booth
sitters will also be available to help artist during breaks.
