Impressionism meets expressionism

ngela Dewar Nesbit loves to paint what
A she knows—children, flowers and the

coast. And she is connected to her
subject matter with a great deal of passion. She
is equally zealous about the use of light and
texture, and about her painting process as
a journey.

Nesbit captures her subjects with minimal
strokes and mastery of the light that affects
them. Her works are thickly layered with paint,
which provides depth and visual interest while
lost and found edges give the compositions
a soft feel.

“On my personal journey to find my style,
I have found that the simplified subject retains
the most energy and emotion,” says Nesbit.

Nesbit's newest works focus on building
unpredictable layers of organic materials, wax
and paint, and then using brush and knife to
shape the disorder in to recognizable forms.
She works to be more abstract with each
painting, placing areas with a thick build-up of
paint next to very thin transparent passages.

She will also teach
a one-day palette knife workshop and lead
a Lunch & Learn seminar that weekend. ®
